TO SCOTSMAN POINT:
Hwy 401 east to Hwy 115/35 to exit sign  7  Fowler’s Corner’s. 
Turn right and go NORTH, about 12 km (7.5 miles) to Fowler’s 
Corners and turn right onto Lindsay Rd., Country Rd.  1  (Hwy 
7B), at stop light. Go to stop light at County Rd.  18  Chemong 
Rd. and turn left to Bridgenorth.

OPTION 1: (Via Ennismore) Turn Left at stop light in 
Bridgenorth. Go across the causeway bridge, and turn right 
onto County Rd.  16  to Ennismore. Turn right at 4-way stop in 
Ennismore onto  16  . Continue about 19km (12 miles) on this 
road and over Gannon’s Narrows Bridge  37  to the large 
SCOTSMAN POINT    sign at the Six Foot Bay Rd. and turn 
right. Look for the street light after dark! Go to the end of the 
road to the office.

OPTION 2: (Via County Rd.  23  (Hwy 507) and Buckhorn) 
At the stop light in Bridgenorth, go straight through on County 
Rd. 18 to the 4-way stop at County Rd 23. Turn left to Buck-
horn and turn left at Lakehurst Road 37. Go 5 km (3 miles) 
then turn left at the sign SCOTSMAN POINT   onto   Six Foot 
Bay Rd. Look for street light after dark! Go to end of the road, to 
the office.
